IMPORTANT THINGS YOU SHOULD KNOW 

• Do not keep the garden hose attached to any outside faucet when the projected

temperatures are below 32 degrees

• WARNING: When installing a storm door in front of an existing door the following may

occur: warping of the door, paint peeling on door, window inserts warping

• Please read all manufacturer and sub-contractor warranties thoroughly

• When landscaping around your home, make sure that the ground or mulch is below the first

row of siding.  If not, this could result in water and/or bug infiltration. (Water entering the

slab due to this circumstance will not be covered under warranty)

• When placing landscaping, swing sets or gardens on your lot, please keep in mind that swales

have been designed to carry the water around and away from your home. Altering or

blocking these swales could result in flooding on the lot and will not be covered under

warranty.

• If your lot has designated wetlands they CAN NOT be disturbed!

• Please contact the POA Architectural Review Board and the local governing body for

assistance regarding current regulations or necessary permits for any improvements to your

new property.

• RESPECT THE WILDLIFE AND DO NOT FEED THE WILDLIFE! Alligators

tend to inhabit the ponds. For your safety please keep your children and pets away from the

water’s edge.
